	1 hr. & 15 mins.
	*Independent Practice (Asynchronous – Day 1)

1. Take the reading pre-assessment.
2. Finish expository PPE graphic organizer & catch up on all missing work.

	10-15 mins.
	*Anticipatory Set (Virtual – Day 2)
Discussion board
1. Write everything you remember about “conflict” in literature.

2. Write about your experiences in an elevator. What do you notice about how people act in an elevator? How do you act? Do there seem to be any unspoken rules about how to act in an elevator? If so, what are they?

TSW answer the discussion questions and the class will discuss together.



	
	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can take the reading pre-assessment.
· I can learn the different types of conflict in literature. 

· I can create examples of the different types of conflict in literature.

These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW show students the objectives/learning targets for the day and read them aloud.


	20-30 mins.
	*Instructional Input or Procedure 
· Internal conflict has to do with a struggle that goes on inside of a character’s head (a character’s own desires and beliefs), whereas external conflict happens outside of the character (against something or someone beyond their control). We are going to watch a brief clip from The Lion King. While we are watching, I want you to write down the different conflicts that happen and whether they are internal conflicts or external. We will go over those together. - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=tBIDvdlpHlk 

· There are also 4 different types of conflict in addition to internal and external we are going to explore; these 4 types can fit into the categories of internal or external conflicts. As you are watching this video, I want you to write down the 4 types of conflicts and their definitions. We will go over these together. - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6IHUuZ8Evag 
· Introduce “Reader’s Notebook” to class. TSW write their names and take the “Conflict” notes (slides 3 & 4).



	10 mins.
	*Modeling

TTW complete the Model portion of the “Conflict - Notes, modeling, practice” for the class and students will take notes as she completes it.

	
	*Check for Understanding
TTW ask students if they have any questions, and TSW ask any questions thus far in the chat.
TTW ask students to participate in the lesson and help provide details and examples for revising and editing to check for understanding.


	10 mins.
	*Guided Practice
The class will complete the Practice portion of the “Conflict - Notes, modeling, practice” together.


	25-30 mins.
	*Independent Practice
TSW read “The Elevator” by William Sleator (https://vdocuments.mx/the-elevator-william-sleator.html). Then, they will complete the conflict assignment that goes with it (“Conflict Independent Practice - The Elevator”).

	Assessment 

TSW submit their conflict independent practice for a grade and the conflict reinforcement activity for extra credit.

	20-30 mins.
	*Instructional Input (Virtual – Day 3)

TTW finish any of the lesson that was not completed on Tuesday.

	45-50 mins.
	*Independent Practice

TSW finish the independent practice from yesterday’s class and their reading pre-assessment.

TSW work on conflict reinforcement activity (extra credit).



	10-15 mins.
	*Closure

	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. Advanced learners will be challenged by the reinforcement activity and other independent practices.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners may have a difficult time identifying the different types of conflict on their own, so Mrs. Hayes will show students how to identify them and have the class work together to identify the types of conflict practice. Students have the option to work in breakout rooms at any point with me, Mrs. Munden, or Mrs. Robles. Office hours are also available for students.
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the Bitmoji classroom and the movie clips. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from the conflict reinforcement activity. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class works together. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic and doing the discussion board. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the independent practices.


	Classroom Management Issues (optional)
If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
