	Day 1
*Anticipatory Set
Warm-Up: Comma Rule #2 Review

Warm-up question on the board: What did you learn about Comma Rule #2?

TSW answer the warm-up question in the chat box.

TTW go over the Comma Rule #2 and what students should have written for notes in their Writer’s Notebook. 
TTW pull up the Writer’s Notebook and go over what notes should have been written.

Comma Rule #2 Practice: TTW divide the students into two groups. One group will go in a breakout room with Mrs. Robles, the co-teacher, and the other half of the class will stay with Mrs. Hayes in the main room as their own “breakout room”.

TSW complete Comma Rule #2 activity for practice with the comma rule from their homework the night before.


	2-3 mins.
	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can use commas correctly in a sentence.

· I can plan two/three body paragraphs for a persuasive essay.
These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW show students the objectives/learning targets for the day and read them aloud.


	
	*Instructional Input or Procedure

	5-7 mins.
	*Modeling

TTW show and explain to students how to use the PPE Template (resource from Mrs. Munden) and their thesis statement to create body paragraphs.
TTW highlight the three different reasons from the class thesis statement from Wednesday’s class (Prompt #25) in different colors, and then highlight the three different topic sentences to match up the first reason with the first body paragraph, the second with the second, and so forth.

Block 1 Thesis: Owning a pet is important because pets benefit our mental health, teach responsibility, and help their owner be more social.

Block 2 Thesis: Owning a pet is important because pets help your mental health, teach responsibility, and can protect their owners.
TTW explain how to fill in bullet points for each of the headings in the body paragraph section before continuing to the Guided Practice.


	3-5 mins.
	*Check for Understanding
TTW ask students if they have any questions, and TSW ask any questions thus far in the chat.
TTW ask students to participate in the lesson and help provide details and examples for the body paragraphs to check for understanding.

	10-12 mins.
	*Guided Practice

TTW collaborate with the class to fill in each of the boxes with bullet points for the body paragraph sections. 
The class will come up with at least 2 details and 2 examples for each body paragraph. Then, we will come up with a conclusion sentence for each paragraph, but the main focus of this lesson is teaching students how to elaborate.

TTW help students come up with examples and details if they are struggling.

TSW have their own copy of the PPE template and fill it out along with the teacher.

	10 mins.
	*Closure 

Comma Rap Video: (idea taken from my Practicum I lesson*)
TTW post copies lyrics on Schoology for the students to look at while watching the rap video.
“We’re going to watch a video that explains the variety of instances in which you will need to use a comma. A copy of the lyrics is in the Schoology folder for today; it’s two pages. While you are watching the video, underline or highlight all of the instances that Blazer Fresh says you can use a comma.”

TTW play the commas rap video for students: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=KeA5anW2BTQ - I Use A Comma - Blazer Fresh | GoNoodle
At the end of the video, TTW ask students what areas they underlined for the instances in which they will use a comma to check for understanding.
“According to Blazer Fresh, when are some instances when we should use commas?”
TTW explain any other instances that either students forgot or don’t quite understand yet; there are ten instances.

Homework: Daily G.U.M. – TSW watch Comma Rule #3 Video (created by Mrs. Munden for the 8th graders) & take notes in Writer’s Notebook for Comma Rule #3.

*Anticipatory Set
Warm-Up: Comma Rule #3 Review

Warm-up question on the board: What did you learn about Comma Rule #3?

TSW answer the warm-up question in the chat box.

TTW go over the Comma Rule #3 and what students should have written for notes in their Writer’s Notebook. 

TTW pull up the Writer’s Notebook and go over what notes should have been written.

Comma Rule #3 Practice: TSW complete Comma Rule #3 activity for practice with the comma rule from their homework the night before.


	
	*Independent Practice 
TSW choose one of the 5 released SOL prompts from the list given by Mrs. Hayes. This allows students to choose a topic they are passionate about. 
“I have selected 5 prompts for you guys to choose from. In honor of the holiday for love and passion, I want you guys to have the freedom to choose a topic you are passionate about. Make sure you love this topic because you will be filling out a graphic organizer like we did together in class yesterday for the pet prompt. You need to make sure to write a thesis statement (stance/prompt, “because”, and 3 reasons for the sake of this assignment) and fill out the boxes for your three body paragraphs. Submit it on Schoology when you are done.”
Prompt Options: 
· Scientist Albert Einstein said, “Imagination is more important than knowledge.” Do you agree or disagree with this statement? Include specific details and examples to convince others to support your position.
· People sometimes say that failure can eventually lead to success. Do you agree or disagree with this statement? Use specific examples to convince others to support your position.
· Studies have shown that people who take short breaks throughout the day to do light, outdoor exercise are more productive than those who do not. Use specific details and examples to convince your principal whether students should have similar breaks during the school day.
· An old proverb says honesty is the best policy. Sometimes, however, honesty might hurt a person’s feelings. Explain why you either agree or disagree with being honest at all times. Use specific details and examples to convince others to support your position.
· What improvement would make your community better? Use specific details and examples to convince the mayor of your community to accept your idea for improving where you live.

	*Closure/Extra Time
Will You Be My Valentine? Extra Credit
TSW create a Valentine convincing someone to be their Valentine.

Criteria:

1. Persuasive

2. Must include a pun or joke of some sorts

3. Creativity (Decorate it and have fun!)

Ex. “Roses are red, violets are blue. If you like to laugh, I’m perfect for you.”


	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. However, more advanced students will have the opportunity to do a fun extra credit opportunity for Valentine’s. They will also not need as much guidance on their PPE graphic organizers as struggling students.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners will work in a breakout room with Mrs. Robles for the Comma Rule #2 practice. They will have the entire class to create their own PPE graphic organizer based on their interest. 
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the notes, graphic organizer, and the comma rap music video. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from completing the Writer’s Notebook, the PPE graphic organizers, and the Valentine’s extra credit opportunity. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class and I work together. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic. They can also work together in breakout rooms during the Comma Rule #2 practice. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the independent work with the PPE template and the Valentine’s extra credit.

If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
