	Process Components

	5-7 mins.
	*Anticipatory Set
TSW set up their Writer’s Notebook as the warm-up.

The Writer’s Notebook Google Slides template (created by Mrs. Munden for the 8th graders) is published in the Schoology folder for each class, but it is on the main page to make it easier for students to refer to throughout the semester.

TTW go through the Writer’s Notebook with students and explain how they are going to use it.

TSW fill out their name and look through the Writer’s Notebook with the teacher.


	5 mins.
	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can create a Writer’s Notebook.

· I can identify the elements of a persuasive essay.

These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW prompt students to read as they come into the Zoom session.



	7-10 mins.
	*Instructional Input or Procedure 
Persuasive Writing for Kids: What is It? YouTube Video - https://m.youtube.com/watch?v=hD9arWXIddM
“What is persuasive writing? We are going to watch a brief video explaining what persuasive writing is and why we do it. While we are watching the video, take out a piece of paper and take notes on three things that the video says about persuasive writing.”
After watching the video, have students share one of their points in the chat box.

“Persuasive writing intends to convince a reader to take your side on an issue and to do an action.”


	7-10 mins.
	*Modeling

VA 8th grade writing SOL (persuasive writing) sample with score of 4 (highest score) - https://va.scoring.pearsonassessments.com/understandscoring/getPapersetByGradeId?selectedGradeId=13#
TTW model a persuasive essay.

TTW screenshare the exemplar: 4b VA 8th grade writing SOL persuasive writing sample via Zoom, and annotate the different parts of the essay (highlighting the 3 parts of an intro – hook, transition, thesis; highlighting the body paragraphs and their intro sentences, details, and examples; and highlighting the conclusion – restated stance, main points, and call to action). 


	3-5 mins.
	*Check for Understanding
TTW have students write the notes of the “haves” and the “have nots” of persuasive writing in their Writer’s Notebook (slide #22) to check for understanding.

	3-5 mins.
	*Guided Practice

TSW take notes on the “recipe” for a persuasive essay on slide #23 in their Writer’s Notebook. 
The recipe includes: introduction paragraph (hook, transition, and thesis), 2-3 body paragraphs (restated thesis/main point as topic sentence with details and examples), and conclusion (restate thesis, list main points, call to action).



	35 mins.
	*Independent Practice 
As an assignment in Schoology, TSW use prompt #39 from the VA 8th grade SOL writing released prompts to write a paragraph justifying why they do or do not think their school should extend the school day.

Prompt #39:

“The school board plans to add one and a half hours to school each day. Do you agree or disagree with extending the school day? Use specific details and examples to convince the school board to accept your position.” 
Homework Assignment: Daily G.U.M. – TSW watch Comma Rule #1 Video (created by Mrs. Munden for the 8th graders) & take notes in Writer’s Notebook for Comma Rule #1.

	Assessment 

TTW have students complete the prompt #39 persuasive paragraph assignment as a pre-assessment for persuasive writing. If the students do not have time to finish the paragraph, it is homework.
TSW be graded according to a rubric created by Mrs. Hayes.



	10 mins.
	*Closure 

In the chat, TSW complete a 3-2-1 exit slip.
3 – 3 things that must be included in an introductory paragraph

2 – 2 other things you learned today

1 – 1 question you still have


	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. However, more advanced students will be able to finish their writing assignment in class.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners will have extra time to complete the persuasive writing paragraph for homework and can work in breakout rooms if necessary, with Mrs. Robles, Mrs. Munden, or Mrs. Hayes, to receive extra assistance. 
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the notes, persuasive writing recipe, and the video. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from completing the Writer’s Notebook. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class and I work together. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the independent work with the persuasive writing paragraph and homework assignment.


	Classroom Management Issues (optional)
If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
