	5-7 mins.
	*Anticipatory Set
Comma Rule #1 Review

Warm-up question on the board: What did you learn about Comma Rule #1?

TSW answer the warm-up question in the chat box.

TTW go over the Comma Rule #1 and what students should have written for notes in their Writer’s Notebook.



	2-3 mins.
	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can use commas correctly in a sentence.

· I can analyze a writing prompt and brainstorm ideas for responding to the prompt.

· I can write a thesis statement.

These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW show students the objectives/learning targets for the day and read them aloud.



	
	*Instructional Input or Procedure

	5-7 mins.
	*Modeling

TTW give notes on the recipe for a thesis statement. TSW take notes on slide #24 in their Writer’s Notebook.
Position/prompt + “because” + 2-3 reasons = thesis statement

Remind students that the thesis statement must be the last sentence of their introductory paragraph.



	3-5 mins.
	*Check for Understanding
TTW ask students if they have any questions, and TSW ask any questions thus far in the chat.
TTW ask students to hold a “thumbs up” to the screen or a “thumbs down” to gauge whether they understand the material.

Questions: 

· Do you understand what a thesis statement is?

· Do you feel ready to write your own thesis statement yet?


	10-12 mins.
	*Guided Practice

TTW collaborate with students to write a thesis statement for Prompt #25 from the VA SOL released prompts (see slide #26 in Writer’s Notebook).
Prompt #25:  Some people believe owning a pet is important, while others do not.  Using specific details and examples to support your position, argue for or against owning a pet.
You will begin by having the class vote on a position to help begin the thesis writing process. Then, you will have the class offer 3 reasons to support the class position. Finally, the class will compose a thesis statement together. TSW fill out the example in their own Writer’s Notebook.


	15-20 mins.
	*Independent Practice 
TSW look at their thesis statement from their writing pre-assessment from last Friday and create a “correct” thesis statement using the formula, or recipe, they learned today in class for Prompt #32.

TSW correct their thesis statement in their Writer’s Notebook on slide #27.

TSW will their original thesis statements and their new thesis statements in the chat to receive feedback and show their growth through today’s lesson.


	25-30 mins.
	Assessment 

TSW complete the “Thesis Statement & Comma Quiz” Google Form to test their knowledge and understanding of thesis statements and commas.

	*Closure 

TSW complete Comma Rule #1 practice (created by Mrs. Munden as part of the Comma Rules videos and materials made for the 8th graders).
If students do not have time, they can complete this assignment for homework.

Homework Assignment: Daily G.U.M. – TSW watch Comma Rule #2 Video (created by Mrs. Munden for the 8th graders) & take notes in Writer’s Notebook for Comma Rule #2.

	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. However, more advanced students will have time to begin their comma homework.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners will have extra time to complete comma rule practice for homework and can work in breakout rooms if necessary, with Mrs. Robles, Mrs. Munden, or Mrs. Hayes, to receive extra assistance. 
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the notes, thesis statement recipe, and the class thesis statement activity. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from completing the Writer’s Notebook and creating a thesis statement. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class and I work together. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the independent work with the thesis statement assignment and the Google Form quiz.



	Classroom Management Issues (optional)
If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
