	Process Components

	10 mins.
	*Anticipatory Set
Warm-Up: Rosie the Riveter Cartoon - “We Can Do It” (on board)

· Interpret it. Who is this poster speaking to (audience)? What is this political cartoon asking its audience to do?
TSW answer the warm-up on a piece of paper or a blank Google Doc.

“This is a call to action; we are talking more about that today. In the poster, the artist is calling women to join the WWII effort by working while men were off to war, so it is trying to boost worker morale. It reminds women that females can work too instead of just staying home.”

	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can use commas correctly in a sentence.

· I can write an introductory paragraph for a persuasive essay.

· I can write a conclusion paragraph for a persuasive essay.
These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW show students the objectives/learning targets for the day and read them aloud.


	15-20 mins.
	TTW collaborate with the class to fill in each of the boxes with bullet points for the introductory section in the PPE template on the pet prompt from last Thursday’s class. 

The class will come up with a hook and the bridge since we wrote the thesis statement last week. 

Make sure students understand that their bridge/background information should be relevant and important for their topic (bridging the hook to the thesis).

TTW help students come up with examples and details if they are struggling.

TSW have their own copy of the PPE template and fill it out along with the teacher.

	15-20 mins.
	*Independent Practice
TSW compose their introductory paragraph on their PPE organizer from Friday (only filling out the organizer right now, so hook and bridge since thesis should be done). 

The prompt for their PPE graphic organizer is based on their interest. TSW select their prompt from a list of 5 former 8th grade Writing SOL prompts pre-selected by the teacher.

TSW submit their PPE graphic organizers for a grade.

	*Instructional Input or Procedure/Modeling

· TTW explain the recipe for a conclusion paragraph

· TSW take notes in their Writer’s Notebook: Slide 31

	*Check for Understanding
TTW ask students if they have any questions, and TSW ask any questions thus far in the chat.
TTW ask students to participate in the lesson and help provide details and examples for a conclusion paragraph to check for understanding.

	15 mins.

	*Guided Practice

TTW collaborate with the class to fill in each of the boxes with bullet points for the conclusion section in the PPE template on the pet prompt from last Thursday’s class. 
The class will come up with the restating claim, main points, and call to action together. 

TTW help students come up with examples and details if they are struggling.

TSW have their own copy of the PPE template and fill it out along with the teacher.

	*Closure
Comma Rule #4 Review (in Mrs. Hayes’s Copy of Writer’s Notebook)
TTW go over the comma rule #4 notes and answer any questions about the comma rule #4 practice from the night prior.

Homework: 

1. Comma rule #5 video, Writer’s notebook notes, & comma rule 5 practice
2. Fill out conclusion paragraph in PPE organizer & submit in Schoology (independent practice/assessment)/finish PPE organizer.

	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. However, more advanced students will have the opportunity to complete the comma rule video and practice in class, so they will not have to do it for homework. They will also not need as much guidance on their PPE graphic organizers as struggling students. TTW help more advanced students by encouraging them to make sure they have 3 unique reasons for their thesis statements and telling them to go back and improve different areas of their essay to encourage them to be higher level thinkers. Advanced learners will be pushed to find new wording to restate thesis to avoid redundancy.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners will have time in class to create their own PPE graphic organizer based on their interest. TTW go over the comma rules the following class to check for understanding. TSW submit their PPE organizer, so the teacher can provide feedback.
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the notes, graphic organizer, and the Rosie the Riveter political cartoon explanation of a call to action. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from completing the Writer’s Notebook, the PPE graphic organizers, and the paragraph writing homework. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class works together. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the independent work with the PPE template and the body paragraph writing homework.

	Classroom Management Issues (optional)
If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
