	15-20 mins.
	*Anticipatory Set (Virtual learning day)
Pronoun antecedent agreement review
TSW rewrite the following sentences, adding the appropriate pronouns (refresher from their homework): 

· Mrs. Robles and Mrs. Munden agree that _____ (her or their) husbands are similar.

· Neither Mrs. Robles nor Mrs. Hayes can hide _____ (her or their) face when upset.
· All of the students wanted _____ (his or her or their) class to be cancelled.
TTW do a brief mini lesson on pronoun antecedent agreement, based on last night’s homework. TTW go over a few different examples.


	
	*State the Objectives (grade-level terms)
· I can use the appropriate pronouns in a sentence.

· I can organize details and elaborate the central idea.
These objectives, or rather learning targets, will be posted in the description in today’s folder.

The objectives/to-do for today will be up on my Bitmoji Classroom Google Slides presentation for the day. TTW show students the objectives/learning targets for the day and read them aloud.

	10 mins.
	*Modeling

TTW model how to write an expository thesis again based on a prompt as a refresher and to save time for the independent practice.
Prompt: What is something you would like to accomplish in the future? Perhaps you would like to learn how to play an instrument, graduate at the top of your class, or visit the ocean. Identify one thing you would like to accomplish, and include specific details and examples to help explain why it is important.
Thesis: Something I would like to accomplish in the future is joining an extracurricular in school because extracurricular activities can help my social life, help me to learn a new skill, and help me in my future.


	
	*Check for Understanding
TTW ask students if they have any questions, and TSW ask any questions thus far in the chat.
TTW ask students to participate in the lesson and help provide details and examples for revising and editing to check for understanding.


	10-15 mins.
	*Guided Practice
The class will write an introductory paragraph based on the above thesis statement and prompt.
Intro: How can trying something new benefit people? Even though trying something new can be scary sometimes, it can allow us to learn from these experiences and feel like we have accomplished something. Something I would like to accomplish in the future is joining an extracurricular in school because extracurricular activities can help my social life, help me to learn a new skill, and help me in my future.


	25-30 mins.
	*Independent Practice
Among Us: Battle of the Body Paragraphs
TTW put students into three groups. Higher-middle-lower level learners will be intermixed in groups. Mrs. Munden, Mrs. Robles, and Mrs. Hayes will each go with a group to keep them on task, but the students must complete the following assignment with their group alone.

TSW compose a body paragraph with their group based on the above thesis and introductory paragraph. Group 1 will write on reason 1 (social life), Group 2 on reason 2 (learning new skills), and Group 3 on reason 3 (future).

Using the Among Us: Battle of the Body Paragraphs Roles (Google Doc) sheet, TTW explain each of the group members roles depending on the group size (which is based on the class size). 

TSW compete to write the best body paragraph. The three teachers will vote on the winning body paragraph and participating group members (NOT imposters) will receive 5 extra credit points for writing the best body paragraph. If there is a tie, then the first group to complete their body paragraph will win.
TTW pre-select the Facilitators and Analysts for each group based on writing ability and their ability to potentially lead the group and their discussion.

Imposters are the students who do not participate, and they will be required to write a body paragraph independently for homework. They will be reported by the Analysts.

TSW submit their Among Us: Body Paragraphs for a grade.

	15-20 mins.
	*Closure
The class will write the conclusion paragraph together.
Conclusion: Participating in an extracurricular activity is an accomplishment. Extracurricular activities in school can improve an individual’s social skills and help them gain a new one. Additionally, they can help provide opportunities for a better future. For these reasons, I would like to join an extracurricular sometime soon.
TTW read the final product to the class.

	Differentiation Strategies (enrichment, accommodations, remediation, or by learning style). 
Advanced learners: There are not any gifted or advanced students in either class since they are both inclusion core blocks. Advanced learners will take the leadership roles in the Among Us activity.
Struggling learners: Struggling learners will be grouped with higher level learners in the activity, and each teacher will be with a group to help as absolutely necessary. Students have the option to work in breakout rooms at any point with me, Mrs. Munden, or Mrs. Robles. Office hours are also available for students.
Accommodations: A majority of students need to work in small groups for their accommodations during independent work or assessments, and Zoom gives them the ability to already do that since they are at home. Visual prompts will be provided as the TTW share her screen and provide visuals to show what students should be doing and to explain what they should be doing. Some students need information read aloud and repeated directions, and I will be doing this throughout the lesson to check for understanding and to assist these students. For ESL students, TTW accept different levels of work. Some ESL students will not do the full assignment, but the TTW accept a shorter submission. ESL students are also provided the notes and visuals throughout the lesson.
Learning Styles: Visual and auditory learners will benefit greatly from the Bitmoji classroom and the class writing activities. Kinesthetic learners will benefit from the warm-up and the Among Us activity. Interpersonal learners will appreciate the portions of the lesson when the class works together. For instance, students will work together in the Among Us: Battle of the Body Paragraphs assignment. Students will have the opportunity to somewhat work together by sharing their responses in the chat or over their mic. Intrapersonal learners will enjoy working alone during the warm-up and homework.


	Classroom Management Issues (optional)
If the students start acting up in the chat or over their mics, I can mute students’ mics or change the chat options to private, so students can only message me to participate.
